The graceful silhouettes of the Drifter 
pieces and the invariably careful consideration of 
the way light is cast from them is a result of intense 
research and a rigorous creative process. As each 
piece of wood has its own integrity, so too does each 
Drifter light. Casting a warm glow, the drifters are 
ideal to have above bars, kitchen islands and dining 
tables.  This drive of reinterpreting age-old crafts with 
a contemporary sensibility is synonymous with Ochre 
with their aim of creating multi-functional pieces that 
enhance lives. Each Drifter piece is made to order 
ensuring impeccable standards of manufacture but 
simultaneously, each piece is entirely unique and 
can be customised according to the space.
